In view of this, cities can be ranked
based on their green performance and can be certified for incentives.
Developing a Green Cities Index for Tamil Nadu is crucial to address
environmental challenges, promoting sustainable urban development,
mitigate climate change, improve public health and create economic
opportunities. It serves as a roadmap for policymakers, urban planners and
residents to work towards a greener and more sustainable future for the
State. In Tamil Nadu, the green indexing can be done for the cities under the
21 municipal corporations, based on their agro-climatic zones.

3. The Director, Department of Environment, Climate Change has
therefore requested to accord sanction for implementation of the project of
“Green Indexing of Cities” at an estimated cost of Rs.3.00 Crores.

4. The Government, after careful examination, accord administrative
sanction for implementation of the project of “Green Indexing of Cities” at an
estimated cost of Rs.3.00 Crores.
